Up, Over and Back through Michigan, Minnesota and Wisconsin

Day 1: Monday, July 13
We will begin our journey by heading north, to Sault St. Marie Michigan, in the Upper 
Peninsula. The city is located along the St. Marys River, which flows from Lake Superior to 
Lake Huron, and forms part of the United States–Canada border.  We’ll check into the Holiday 
Inn Express Sault St. Marie Hotel where we will stay on our first night. There will be comfort 
stops along the journey and lunch and dinner will be on your own.
 
Day 2: Tuesday, July 14 - Depart for Munising & Marquette
Today, we head to Munising, MI for a Glass Bottom Boat Shipwreck Tour. After our tour, we will 
make our way to Marquette, MI, where our step-on guide will give us an informative tour of the 
area and its landmarks. Following the tour, we will  check into the Holiday Inn Marquette to freshen 
up before our dinner at Elizabeth’s Chop House. (B, D)
 
Day 3: Wednesday, July 15 - Depart for Minneapolis
Following breakfast, it is on to Minneapolis. We will check into the Hampton Inn & Suites 
Minneapolis Downtown, centrally located near both the downtown core, the Historic Mill 
District and Mississippi River. For dinner, we will experience the best the city has to offer at one 
Minneapolis’ local restaurant. (B, D)
 
Day 4: Thursday, July 16 - Explore Minneapolis
We’ll begin our day at the Mill City Museum. At the museum visitors of all ages learn about the 
intertwined histories of the flour industry, the river, and the city of Minneapolis. After the tour, 
you will have the chance to explore the city’s Midtown Global Market for lunch at your leisure. 
Following lunch we’ll visit the historic St. Paul’s Cathedral, a 165-year-old landmark rooted in 
Irish Catholicism. Dinner will be on your own this evening. (B)
 
Day 5: Friday, July 17 - Explore St. Paul
Following breakfast, we will explore the “underbelly” side of St. Paul, MN, with our “Goodfella” 
tour guide. Our guide will lead us to many infamous sites around the city including nightclubs, 
kidnapping spots, and locations of gun battles associated with the 1930s gangsters. Following 
our tour we will enjoy some free time at the Mall of America.  We will finish our day on the 
Mississippi River with a Dinner Cruise aboard the Magnolia Blossom paddlewheel. (B, D)
 
Day 6: Saturday, July 18 - Depart for Milwaukee
This morning, we bid farewell to Minneapolis and make our way to Milwaukee, WI, and check into 
the Fairfield Inn & Suites Milwaukee Downtown. There, we will reminisce about our adventures 
while enjoying dinner at the 3rd Street Market Hall, a local eatery with over 17 local venders to 
choose from. Dinner will be at your leisure using one of our vouchers. (B, D)
